The third topic was Disc Golf Report. Forest discussed types of properties that would be suitable for 
building a disc golf course. Discussed grant options and funding opportunities to build 9-hole dic golf 
course. Motion to table by Hiawatha Clifton, seconded by Justin Temple. 
 
The fourth topic was Signage at Parks. Forest stated he received several complaints about signage 
posted not allowing pets on certain fields at the parks. There was no indication on who posted the signs 
and if the signs had been approved by organization with the authority to place signs at those locations. It 
appeared the fields were being worked on at that time and several people use those fields to walk their 
pets. Board to follow up with Facilities Maintenance to see who may have posted the signs and if the 
signs were approved to be placed there.
